Seek ways to facilitate unity and a common goal among the different teams.

Small Group Bible Study/Discipleship— Help decide which Bible studies will be offered, select leaders, monitor progress of
groups, & evaluate group progress.

International Coordinator
O Develop a ministry to International students (International Hour, Conversation Partners, etc.).
o Develop a team of American students to engage in weekly ministry to Internationals.

Church & Community Coordinator

o Plan, promote, and participate in opportunities for church and community ministry (International ministry, Habitat for
Humanity, Nursing Home Ministry, Sallie Kate Winters, Mentoring, etc).

o Facilitate awareness and help involve Bible study groups in ministry projects.

Missions Involvement Coordinator

o Coordinate summer missions promotion.

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Tech Team Coordinator

O Coordinate video, powerpoint, sound, and other media resources to enhance worship.

Prayer Coordinator

O To have a weekly group prayer time (possibly at 5 pm on Tuesdays).
